In fact, kids are both 

imaginative and forgetful.  They think that if they do not 

admit anything, nothing has really happened.  

Therefore, when kids make a mistake, parents should 

ease their fear in the first place and then we can guide 

them to face mistakes.  This is the way to enhance their 

honesty intelligence.
