Progress Report on the Family-related Work of Commission on Youth

PURPOSE

This paper provides information about the progress of the
family-related work by the Commission on Youth (COY).

Background

2. Youth is an important stage in life for learning and
development. Young people are our valuable assets. They need our care,
respect and encouragement during their growth to enable them to develop
into responsible citizens.  Youth development is a major policy
responsibility of Home Affairs Bureau (HAB). COY and HAB form a close
partnership to promote positive core values among young people, enhance
their understanding of Chinese culture and heritage, strengthen their sense of
belonging to the country and Hong Kong, encourage their participation in
the community, broaden their international perspective and nurture them as
our future leaders.

Family-related Work of COY in 2010
UG Day 2010

3. In November 2010, COY, together with HAB and 11 Youth
Uniformed Groups (UGs) jointly organised the UG Day 2010. The event
showcased the UGs’ team spirit and their youth development activities. The
event enabled the public, especially the parents to see how their young
members were groomed through participation in the UG activities to become
responsible and compassionate citizens as well as loving members of their



families. The event also provided an opportunity for the UG members to
strengthen their bonding with their family through their families’ support in
the form of direct participation and appreciation of the programmes,
including the parade, stage performances and game / exhibition booths.

Sharing Session on “Youth Development through Volunteer Services”
Programme

4. COY in collaboration with UGs and other voluntary services
organisations launched the *“Youth Development through Volunteer
Services” programme in mid 2009. Through encouraging young people’s
participation in volunteer services, the programme aimed at helping the
participants to develop positive values towards life and self-discipline and
strengthen their will power and ability to face challenges in life. The
programme also provided a platform to strengthen communication among
the youths and their families through such projects as those requiring youth
volunteers to spread the anti-drug message to their family members and
friends.

5. To mark the smooth completion of the programme, COY held a
sharing session on the programme in December 2010 for young volunteers
to share their feeling of and gains from their voluntary work performed
under the programme. Their family members were invited to join the
sharing session. The session promoted volunteer services on the one hand,
and rallied support of family members for the volunteers, as well as assisted
in instilling harmonious family relationship on the other.

Study and Survey

6. The COY commissioned in 2010 a statistical study, the “Youth
in Hong Kong - a Statistical Profile”, in which statistics on youth’s
perception of family values and statistics on the correlation between the
family background of youths and their academic achievement would be
shown. In another survey “Hong Kong Youth Development Indicators”, the
youth’s perception of core values, including the relative importance of
family relationship, would feature. The results of both the study and survey
would be released in 2011, which will provide useful reference for



organizations in planning youth development activities conducive to
promoting family values and harmony.

Family-related Activities Organised by the UGs

7. Starting from 2010-11, there is an annual allocation of $10
million for UGs to promote family values through different initiatives. A
list of the activities launched and being planned is at Annex. Examples of
activities promoting family values include family fun day, family-day
variety show, family outing, parent-child workshops, first-aid classes for
family members of UGs, parade on family-day as well as production of
family education kit. Funding is only approved for those UG proposals
which demonstrate their effectiveness and relevance in promoting family
values.
