Pilot Schemes on Mental Health Services

INTRODUCTION

This paper provides background information to facilitate
Members’ discussion of the PowerPoint presentation on two pilot schemes
on mental health services launched by the Food and Health Bureau (FHB).

BACKGROUND

2. The Government attaches great importance to the mental well-
being of the public. To ensure that our mental health regime can rise up to
the challenges of a growing and ageing population, FHB has set up a
Review Committee on Mental Health (Review Committee), chaired by the
Secretary for Food and Health, in May 2013 to review the existing mental
health policy and services with a view to mapping out the future direction
for the development of mental health services in Hong Kong. Two expert
groups, namely Expert Group on Child and Adolescent Mental Health
Services and Expert Group on Dementia, are set up under the Review
Committee to review the existing services and make recommendations on
service enhancement to the Review Committee.

3. Based on the recommendation of the Expert Group on Child and
Adolescent Mental Health Services, FHB has been working with the
Education Bureau, the Hospital Authority (HA) and the Social Welfare
Department (SWD) for the implementation of a pilot scheme on school-
based support services for students with mental health needs based on a
medical-social-educational collaboration model. The pilot scheme will last
for two school years from September 2016 to June 2018.

4. Based on the recommendation of the Expert Group on Dementia,
FHB has jointly developed with SWD and HA a two-year pilot scheme
named as “Dementia Community Support Scheme” (£ &+t [E{TE1E)



to enhance support services for elderly with mild and moderate dementia at
the community level based on a medical-social collaboration model. The
pilot scheme, to be funded by the Community Care Fund, will be launched
in February 2017.

5. A PowerPoint presentation on the details of the two pilot schemes
prepared by FHB is at Annex.
